SAINT ISABELLE had speed outside a rival then set the pace a bit off the rail, was briefly between horses leaving the
backstretch, inched away again on the turn, kicked clear and held under steady handling. BLUE TAMBOURINE close up stalking
the pace inside, bid along the rail a half mile out, continued inside throughout and narrowly edged a rival for the place. FASHION
TREND was in a good position stalking the pace three deep to the stretch and was edged for second. LIVE AND LOVE chased
inside then just off the rail, swung out into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. KICKEN OFF broke inward and a bit slowly,
pulled her way between horses to stalk the pace, bid three deep a half mile out then alongside the winner into the turn, tracked that
one between foes on the turn and weakened in the stretch. CANDY'S AFFAIR allowed to settle off the rail, went outside into and
on the turn, came out four wide into the stretch and lacked a further response.
